REELIN' N THE YEARS

The Marlins return for their 16th seasonin the Coastal

Sloppy play in the field further hurt the Marlins, with
three errors. Only four of the Pilots’ 10 runs were earned,
with one credited to Spencer Cipro and three to Drew
Wedgeworth. Ethan Dillon continued his hot streak at
the plate going 4-4, making up half of their eight hits
for the evening.
