STARTING PITCHER PREVIEW

for 64.1innings this spring, registering a 7.5 ERA in 13
appearances, 12 of which were starts. The 6°2" redshirt-
sophomore from Oakville, Missouri will look to keep
Morehead City's hot start firing on all cylinders.

The Marlins struggled to piece hits together early, but
closed out the game with clutch performances from the
heart of the order highlighted by Joey Calabretti's triple
to plate two runs. Dominant pitching from the likes of
Kory Williams, Matt Hubbard, and Matthew Heard helped

to seal the deal, allowing just six hits on the evening.
