KEY STORYLINES

REELIN' N THE YEARS

The Marlins return for their 16th seasonin the Coastal
Plain League. This year also marks the sixth under Head
Coach Sam Carel, the winningest in Marlins history,
who is in his second stint with the team. Carel led
Morehead City to two Petitt Cup Playoff appearances in
his first two seasons back.

REFLECTING ON 2025

Last Season, the Marlins finished 4th place in the East
Division with a final record of 21-24. Morehead City
was led by four All-CPL team players Tanner Malley
(Western Michigan), Nate Anderson (Kennesaw State),
Reid Bertram (Gardner-Webh), and Danny Thompson
(UNC Greenshoro).

MOREHEAD CITY PREVIEW

With a littany of returning players, the Marlins are
poised for a successful 2026 campaign. Look out for
some powerful bats and dominant pitching this season
thanks to your favorite Morehead City stars. With Head
Coach Sam Carel back at the helm alongside Jaylen
Mack and Gabe Todtenhausen, a rising star among
pitching coaches, the team looks to be as strong as
ever in Big Rock.

10 ALL-STAR SELECTIONS

The Marlins had 10 players announced to the CPL All-
Star team. The five starters were Aiden Newton, Jakob
Haynes, Jovan Gill, Ronnie Rowley, and Jon Howard; with
Kory Williams, Sage Ferguson, Matthew Heard, Grant
Russo, and Joey Calabretti among the reserves. The 10
Fish went to Florence on July 6th and Tth for the All-Star
Game, Home Run Derby, and other festivities. Sam

Carel and Gabe Todtenhausen served as two of the East
Division’s coaches for the All-Star Game.

TWO-HORSE RACE

The Marlins and the Sharks are setup as the clear top
two in the East, narrowly separated by a game. Behind
them are Greenville and Tri-City tied for third, and Holly
Springs narrowly in fourth. With so much separation
between the top two and the middle of the pack,
Morehead City and Wilmington could clinch the playoffs
by mid-July.

LAST MEETING WITH THE SHARKS

The Marlins last played the Sharks on July 2nd, falling
10-4 on the road. Wilmington passed Morehead City for
Ist place in the East that evening while tieing the season
series 3-3. Morehead City later retook first with a win
over Holly Springs on the 5th. The Sharks got an early
jump in the 1st with three runs. The Marlins reeled it
back in in the 5th to tie it, but Wilmington took it right
back with another four runs, going on to win the game
with 12 total hits.

LATE NIGHT WITH VIRGINIA BEACH

The Marlins won their second exhibition match of the
season last night against the Valor, taking it 6-1. The
bullpen shined with 13 strikeouts and only five hits
allowed, with newcomer Connor Brady getting the win in
his one inning of relief. Tyler DeLuzio and Nuno Parache
recorded their first hits of the season during the Marlins
string of singles which plated three runs in the fifth
inning.
